Business Arising from the Minutes:
· My Blueprint – Students and staff received training. Students were engaged and found many useful tools such as looking up careers and further education requirements. This will also be used for course planning.

· Grade 10 French Reading Assessment – assessment period is May 15-30. Most wrote on 25-May-2023 with one more to write.

· Grade 12 Oral Proficiency Exam – took place the previous week.

· Student Survey- 170/240 completed the survey. Questions on the survey gathered information on concepts/ domains such as Learning environment, physical health, school & community, social & emotional development, and substance use. School and Community was a focus for the school and results show improvements here. Gains have also been made in social & emotional development as well as substance use. 30-May-2023 some staff will do a data walk to review the results and present to entire staff at the next staff meeting.

New Business:
· Policy 713 – Minister Hogan held a meeting with PSSC chairs to present the 3 sections of the policy under review: universal spaces, preferred pronouns and name, and participation in sports. PSSC indicated they were more concerned about the students’ rights vs the parents as safety is the primary concern and protecting the child. PSSC raised the question for clarification as to who the stakeholders were that provided feedback so far on this policy. 

· Last SIP update of the year – All the sense of community and belonging data has been the best data in a few years. The school has hosted a number of advisory challenges, presentations and field trips. New data from Horizon on substance use wil be used for presentations during the next school year.

· New Governance Model – Tanya reported that all 4 DECs are seeking legal counsel. She also reported she will be sending an letter voicing her concerns to the Minister. An email was circulated to all PSSC members outlining the changes that will take place 1-Jul-2023. PSSC members will be provided with training for this new model. 

· PSSC Funds Update – It was requested that the names of the following categories in the School Raised Funds accounts be changed
· Graduation Current Year → Graduation - approved
· Student Council General → Student Leadership – postponed
· Music Club → Music – approved

· Fundraising Update – A handout for 29-May-2023 was provided and reviewed. Hockey and basketball were able to refund families some money due to successful fundraising activities.

· District Mission, Vision Core Values Renewal – An email was forwarded to members with a due date to respond to survey by 26-May-2023.

· ELPA Results – above district average with 86.6% success rate for Grade 9s. Reassessments had a 65% success rate. 

· International Student Update – 11 students confirmed for next year. 5 are coming for 1st semester only.

· Staffing for Next year – 20.5 teachers. 3 ½ positions to fill
